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Rationale


In recent decades, we have witnessed a growing interest in the situation of Islam in Europe, because the Muslim religion has become an integral part of the cultural and religious fabric of European societies. Islam is no longer a religion of migrants only, who will return one day to their home country, but also a religion of European citizens themselves. 

The Muslim religion, which is a newcomer to Europe with its increasingly diversified religious landscape, must catch up with the established faiths, mainly as regards the building of places of worship, religious guidance and referential positioning. The European context, which is historically different from that of Muslim countries, is a challenge and an opportunity for Islam in Europe. 

The process of secularization of Islam in European countries, marked by a "cultural secularism", gives rise to several issues of referential and sociological nature. 

Muslim jurisprudence concerning the reality of Muslims in Europe is in a phase of questioning, but also of confusion in the structure of its speech in the West in general and in Europe in particular.

On the basis of the foregoing, thinking and debate are needed on the religious model and jurisdictional thought with respect to Muslims in Europe. This requires a renewal of the approach to the nature of the jurisdictional offering, and to the contours of the training received by religious leaders who are supposed to assume the responsibility of guidance and advice for Muslims in Europe. 

Given the importance and scope of the debate on the reference frame of Islam in Europe, the Council for the Moroccan Community Abroad (CCME) organizes an international seminar on "Islam in Europe: What Model?”

Thus, after several statements in the plenary on the issue raised by the model of Islam in Europe, the proceedings will take place around the following themes:

· Geography of Islam in Europe;

·  European Islam and the issue of reference frame;

·  Moroccan religious model and the European context.


Within the framework of this seminar, the CCME organizes a roundtable on "reference frame and practices among women and young Muslims in Europe". Several experts and field stakeholders are invited to this meeting to discuss the theme of the roundtable and exchange their ideas.
